We had a wonderful Christmas. We had songs sung by children and skits by the kids and dances by 
the girls. We also had a precious program of the Birth of Jesus performed by the kindergarten 

children. And then we had a good Christmas dinner with chicken 
and fried rice and pea soup and sweets. We invited some Christian 
guests as well as Hindu people so that they could hear the gospel 
of Christ.  After the dinner the children said they didn’t want to go 
to sleep; they just wanted to sing and jump until they were tired. 
Then some of the children’s relatives came and took them for 
vacation. Others were left at the orphanage with us.

Here are some testimonies of the children in the orphanage.  

Naresh is 10 years old. He and his sister have been in the orphanage for the past 2 years. His parents 
are very poor and can’t feed them. The parents said they didn’t want to see their children dying in 
front of their eyes so they left the children at the orphanage. After listening to the Bible lessons for 2 
years, Naresh gave his heart to Jesus. His sister did too. They are always the first to come to Sunday 
school. During Christmas vacation they went home. Naresh’s father cuts wood in the forest with an 
axe and brings it to the village to sell. As he cut wood, he always 
had chest pain. God gave the burden to Naresh and his sister to 
talk to their parents. When Naresh asked his dad why he 
worshipped idols, his father said that his grandparents and 
parents worshiped them so he worshipped them too.  
Then the boy asked him if the idols answered his prayers. He said, 
“They have no life. Jesus is the only living God and he died for 
our sins and if you accept him as your savior you will be in 
heaven one day.” These words touched the father’s heart and he 
accepted Jesus as his Savior as did his wife. Now the chest pain is 
gone. They took away the thirty idols of their gods and goddesses from the home and burnt them in a 
fire. They bought a new Bible which Naresh taught them how to read. Now they pray every morning 
and evening. 



                           
 
This lady hated Soumya, 
made her work hard, did not feed her and always spanked her.  Soumya’s father brought the girl to 
our orphanage, saying he didn’t want the child anymore.  On Soumya’s birthday she was waiting for 
her father but he did not come. She was very disappointed. So I bought her a cake, some candies, and 
a soft toy and we sung birthday song for her. She was very happy about that. She also gave her heart 

to Jesus.  
 
When 
we love them we feel a happiness that cannot be compared to 
anything. I do hope you feel that happiness by sponsoring them 
and remembering them in your prayers.
